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past record, but also the hopelessnesa of
Turkey's corrigibility ba taken into your
consideration when the proper time will have
come for a decisicn on the definite future
of long suffering Syria.

ks pray that the welght of your Ex-
gcellency's volce shall so establish this def-
inite future as to be absolutely freed from
even & nominal Turkish sovereignty; Syria's
martyrdom during the preasent war cannot be
retrieved by anything less, and her future de-
velopment that will make her a usefull member
in the society of eclvilized peoples cannot be
absolutaly secured sxcept under the separsais
and direct protectorship of a demoeratic
Christian nation.

We further beg, Mr. President, to
express our humble wishes for the final tri-
umph of the nnble principles for which this
great Hepublic and her great Allies are pour-
ing thelr blcod and treasure in order to
firmly establish and to secure a lasting peace
thereby.
